 The war drug on in late December of 1944.  A young solder, seeking some nor-
malcy amid the fighting, snuck to a neighboring town where he heard there would be 
Christmas mass.  The priest, a German chaplain for the army of the 3rd Reich, needed an 
altar boy and, although he was American, the soldier knew the responses for they were all 
Latin back then.  At the end of mass the old priest removed his chasuble and his stole and 
reluctantly looked over at the young man.  “So,” he asked in broken English, “are you go-
ing to capture me now?”  The young soldier responded, “Father, I’m going to go back the 
way I came as fast as my legs can carry me.”  For the young man was a soldier, but he 
was a Catholic first, and would be fearful for his own salvation if he did anything against 
a priest on Christmas Eve night.  So too with all of us.  Our family is far bigger than this 
simple church, and our connection with Catholics transcends political and social bounda-
ries--the arbitrary connections of history. 
 In the years to come we will be persecuted for our faith.  It is already starting to 
happen.  A couple days ago, President Obama declared that Catholics would be forced to 
violate their consciences if they intend to provide health insurance for their employees.  
The Church will be required to pay for abortions and contraceptives through their health 
insurance--something that the Church can never do.  I’m not sure what the bishops intend, 
but this would be catastrophic for the Church’s charitable organizations. 
 Now, more than ever, we must draw together around the altar of God, ever faithful 
to our family of 1 billion around the world.
